Ivinghoe Beacon 30 miles.
From GM to Ivinghoe Beacon and return is 30 miles, approx 2 hours.  Or to shorten you can just go out to Aldbury and return, and miss out the Ivinghoe Beacon bit. It's a nice quiet route through country lanes, but in winter ice forms in the lanes around the Lee. 

 

R out of Link Rd carpark. 

- At RBT 2nd exit, next RBT 2nd exit along Aylesbury Rd. Ignore turn to Rignall Rd, L at T onto A413.  

- R up Leather Lane. L at T on Kings Lane.

Past Cock & Rabbit Inn at the Lee, L. 

- At X SO towards Swan Bottom (pass Old Swan pub on lhs).

- Just past Arrewig Lane on rhs veer right towards St Leonards.

- At T R on Jenkins Lane (pass Gilberts Hill on lhs, pass White Lion).

- Next L at Springall Hill, follow road to Buckland Common, pass Chiltern Motors (on rhs), pass Parrots Ln (on lhs).

- At flat green common area in Cholesbury L along Shire Ln (becomes Cholesbury Rd) towards Wigginton.

- At T go Left along Chesham Rd towards Wigginton, pass Champneys on rhs.

- Just before Wigginton go right down Hemp Lane, downhill, over bridge over the A41.

- At X SO to cross the A4251, straight on along New Ground Rd to Aldbury (just as you reach the village road takes sharp bend to the right at Valiant Trooper).

- At X (with Station Rd on left and Toms Hill on right) go straight through Aldbury out Stocks Rd (narrow lane).

- At T with the busier B488 go right.

- First right (i.e. before you get to Ivinghoe) up the B489.

- 1st right uphill Beacon Rd, over the top of Ivinghoe Beacon and gentle down.

- R at T (B4506) towards Ringshall.

- Pass the Monument café (on rhs)

- 1st R down Toms Hill.

- At the bottom you are at Aldbury again. 1st L at the bottom New Ground Rd.

- Then retrace your steps home. 
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
