A Pleasant Saunter in the Vale of Aylesbury
A few short, but not too steep, hills.  For an alternative café try the Waddesdon Deli 01296 658 709 confusingly at Westcott. It is renowned for its bacon sandwiches but you should ring ahead for hot food if there are more than two or three of you. Don’t ride straight past – it looks like a farm!
Key:  L = left, R = right, @ =at, SO = straight on/over, X = cross roads, SOX = straight over cross roads, T = T-junction, sgn = signed, rndbt = roundabout.

Rignall road - SOX at Butlers Cross – R@minirdbt at Terrick
L Nash Lee Lane - Onto dirt lane - SO by pass - Caution
SO staggered X -  Worlds End Lane - R onto B4544 – R @ rndbt

Thro’ Aston Clinton – L @ rndbt - Over A41 – L sgn Puttenham.

Thro’ Puttenham village to Long Marston – L @ X drn Wingrave
L @ T – thro’ Wingrave to A418 – over A418 drn Aston Abbotts.

Drn Cublington – L @ X in Cublington drn Whitchurch - R onto A413
L drn Pitchcott – thro’ Pitchcott – R @ X drn Quainton

L in Quainton sgn Waddesdon – L@X sgn Waddesdon
R onto A41 – L into Plant Centre (Coffee stop) 
To reduce mileage to 48 miles:

Out of Plant Centre, R on A41 - almost imm R into Waddesdon Manor.

Thro’ park up to Winchendon Road – SO through gate into Ethrope Park.
This is point ☻on main route below.
Out of Plant Centre, L onto A41 - L sgn Westcott
L at X (Upper Winchendon) – thru Upper Winchendon 

☻R into Eythrope Park - Downhill to R@ T jn.  CARE: Gravel!
L and over the River Thame - Stone – SOX CARE:  Busy road.

SOX drn Bishopstone – R after level Xing – R @ T (A4010) 

L @ rndbt then IMMEDIATELY R (Butlers Cross).
SOX – uphill (Chequers) - Rignall Road back to Gt Missenden.
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
